Dear Colleagues,
It is my pleasure to congratulate you on the fourth anniversary of the founding of Kuwait Integrated
Petroleum Industries Company (KIPIC), a year full of many accomplishments that have been achieved with
your hard work and unlimited dedication, as in our view you are not only members of the business family,
but true partners in success.
The fourthyearofestablishment represented a true test of our company’s flexibility to deal with unexpected
changesandthe ability to adapttoitsrapid developments and great complexities.

Corona Virus, as the company has fully equipped and handed over to the Ministry of Health (MOH) the Al-
Zour quarantine centre, which can accommodate 1,600 patients. It has also equipped the Kuwait Field
Hospital located in Hall No. 4 at the Kuwait International Fairground in Mishref, in a record time of ten days
only, and also built housing for medical staff to support the health system under the supervision of the MOH.
It is worth noting that the pandemic has contributed to the acceleration of our digital and technical
progress, as we have been able to transform with great flexibility and speed into a virtual world of work. In
through which we have made the possibility of practicing some of our work from home during periods of
exceptional leave and also during the partial and total lockdown in the country, which enabled us to fulfill
all of our job obligations without much interruption.

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Establishing KIPIC’s Medical Centre
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Kuwait Integrated Petroleum Industries Company (KIPIC) reacted swiftly to
meet the House of Parliament’s decision to assign the Oil Sector to establish
the Al-Zour quarantine centre (KIPIC Medical Centre) to receive citizens
returning from abroad. KIPIC, in cooperation with the Kuwait Oil Company
(KOCQC) and under the supervision of the Ministry of Health (MOH), successfully
completed the project within two weeks and handed the quarantine centre
over to the MOH on April 2020. As part of its efforts to support the country’s
determinations to overcome the pandemic, KIPIC has always been keen since
the beginning of the pandemic to harness all its resources to support these
efforts, embodying its mission in Making More Possible and enhancing its
effective role in community service.

4th Anniversary
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About the Project

Work on the establishment of the centre began on March 28th, 2020, based on the
MOH'’s decision to convert KIPIC's unoccupied contractor’s housing in the southern Al-
Zour area into a quarantine center as soon as possible.

KIPIC brought together all its logistical, human and material resources to equip the Al-
Zour quarantine centre, or what is now known as the KIPIC Medical Centre, in record
time, as it witnessed an accelerated work flow to complete the project within two weeks
and handed the centre over to the MOH on April 16th, 2020, thus forming one of the
pillars of facing the crisis. KIPIC motioned for the provision of various permanent medical

services in the future.
4th Anniversary
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Goal

Initially, the goal of the project was to establish a quarantine centre to accommodate
for students returning from abroad and to treat suspected cases of infection with the
Coronavirus Covid-19. The project then turned into the KIPIC Medical Centre to provide
services and medical care for all sick cases, whether during the health pandemic or in the
future.
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Centre Size & Accomodation

The total area of the medical centre is about 200 thousand square meters, and

consists of 750 double room chalets and 167 single room chalets, fully equipped
and furnished with beds, air conditioning, refrigerators, televisions, internet and an
operator service.
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Repurposing the Contractor’s Housing Site

In a short period of time, KIPIC was able to transform the unoccupied contractor’s
housing site in Al-Zour, south of Kuwait, into a fully equipped medical centre. The initial
plan was to establish a quarantine centre for citizens returning from abroad, but after
the MOH examined the area, it was decided that it was possible to make more use of the
centre by transforming it into a permanent fully equipped medical center that offers all
specialties.
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Centre Capacity

The centre has a capacity of 1,600 beds, including an internal dispensary, a medical
laboratory, a pharmacy, an emergency recovery room, a fully-equipped first aid centre,
a private landing pad for helicopters, a separate private residence for doctors and nurses
and fully equipped hotel rooms for guests. Furthermore, a security point and housing
for the Ministry of Defense employees and a private point and residence for the Kuwait
Fire Service Directorate employees. Moreover, KIPIC provided Internet services, security
cameras, a fully equipped kitchen and Trolley convenience store. KIPIC did not neglect
adding green spaces and planting trees around the center’s buildings.
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Children’s Play Area

KIPIC made sure to take into account the psychological aspect of the children subjected
to isolation in the centre by setting up a play area for them, which contributes to the
acceleration of their recovery.

The journey of transforming the Kuwait International Fairground in Mishref
into an integrated feld hospital is a journey worthy of praise and admiration.
Immediately upon the completion of the KIPIC Medical Center, Kuwait
Integrated Petroleum Industries Company (KIPIC) in cooperation with the
Kuwait Oil Company (KOC), were assigned by the honorable House of
Parliament to build an integrated medical city in Mishref. KIPIC worked around
the clock, with the aim of supporting the country’s capabilities. The Kuwait
International Fairground was chosen to implement this project with Kuwaiti
forces and the capabilities of the oil sector alone, and without the help of
external parties.

The work was carried out at maximum speed and in record time, while
preserving the best quality of work, so that this project comes integrated
and in itself constitutes an integrated medical city that will not be limited to
efforts to combat “"Covid-19”, but can expand at any time in the future to face
any crisis the country may have to overcome.

KIPIC took over the civil construction and technical support equipment, while
KOC supplied the beds, medical equipment and supplies.
